Grade 2 Units of Study for September
Reading

We have begun reading Silly Animal Stories. Our essential question for this unit will be, “What makes you smile?” We will focus on identifying cause and effect, key vocabulary – play on words, and retelling and summarizing.

Language Arts
In Written Language we will learn how to use our creative writing in order to write a personal narrative.
Math
Our Math Unit for this month focuses on understanding addition and subtraction. The students will make fact families, find the missing addend, use the making a ten strategy for adding, as well as, solving problems by using addition and subtraction.
Social Studies
In Social Studies, Ms. Bert’s homeroom will learn about community features and the economic want that they meet.  The students will learn about human made features and physical features of communities.
Science
In Science, Ms. Powell’s homeroom will study the Budding Botanist Unit.  The Budding Botanist unit is designed to teach the plant life cycle, parts and purposes of the parts, as well as the processes that plants utilize as they develop and grow.
Health

In Health, Mrs. Stinnett’s homeroom will study the first health module, which is Personal Health.  In this module the students will identify healthy ways of expressing needs wants, emotions, and opinions to communicate care, consideration, and respect for self and others.  They will recognize factors which influence self-concept to identify ways to promote a positive self-concept for themselves and others. The students will identify behaviors that promote health to develop a plan for a healthy lifestyle.
